Cambridgeshire Fire and Rescue Service hopes you have all been staying fire safe
with your latest outdoor activities, but just in case, here are our firefighters’ top tips:
e When out camping or using a tent, never use candles inside or nearby and
always discourage smoking nearby. Never cook inside a tent either.

e If cooking outdoors, keep barbeques on level ground, never pour accelerant on it
and use it well away from fences, sheds and foliage.

e |f you are having an open fire, build it well away from buildings, tents or other
flammable objects and make sure it is properly out when you leave.

When out in the countryside, extinguish cigarettes properly and dispose of them
responsibly — never throw a lit cigarette into a field or wooded area.
