Fenstanton and the Giant Fissure:

On the 8 June 1783 a giant fissure appeared in the ground
in Laki in Iceland. The eruption that followed lasted eight
months and threw 8 million tons of hydrogen fluoride into
the atmosphere. The resulting toxic cloud that spread over
Europe was known as the Laki Haze, reaching Britain on
the 23 June 1783. The following summer (1784) became
known as the ‘Sand Summer’ due to the ash fallout.

The site of the giant fissure in
2018

Over the summer of 1784 In the UK, an estimated 23,000 people died due to inhalation of the
poisonous gas, choking as their internal soft tissues swelled. Also, as a result, it was the hottest
summer on record, with severe thunder storms and hailstones so big they killed cattle.

The haze dispersed by autumn, but the following winter was also the harshest on record with 28
days of continuous frost reported. This caused the nationwide deaths of a further 8,000 people.
Naturalist Gilbert White, described the “horrible phenomena” of the time:

“The sun, at noon, looked as blank as a clouded moon, and shed a rust- coloured ferruginous light
on the ground, and floors of rooms; but was particularly lurid and blood-coloured at rising and
setting. All the time the heat was so intense that butchers’ meat could hardly be eaten on the day
after it was killed; and the flies swarmed so in the lanes and hedges that they rendered the horses
half frantic, and riding irksome. The country people began to look, with a superstitious awe, at the
red, aspect of the sun.”

So, how did all this affect the people of Fenstanton? In 1783 (the year that the lord of the manor,
Lancelot Brown was laid to rest in the parish church) and 1784 there were 50 burials in
Fenstanton, a third more than the average for the village. So we can assume that the effects of
the fissure came to our village.

From the Fenstanton parish register:

1783: 29 burials of which 16 were children
Richard & Mary Smith lost two sons this year
1784: 21 burials of which 7 were children

Sadly at this time the parish register does not record people’s ages although suddenly in 1785 the
clerk started to record people’s occupations.

Extract from a letter sent from Cambridge to the Derby Mercury 3" July 1783.

“On Wednesday afternoon, about five o'clock, there was a violent storm of thunder and lightning
at Fenstanton and the neighbourhood. A Fire-ball fell on a barn belonging to Mr. Hipwell of
Fenstanton™ to which it set fire, and the flames were instantly communicated to the house of a
poor weaver at some yards distance, whose whole property, together with a quantity of cloth,
belonging to his employers, was consumed.

Notwithstanding every possible assistance, 4 dwelling houses, with several barns, out-houses,
were destroyed, and four pigs belonging to Mr. Hipwell perished in the flames. A haystack
continued burning yesterday morning, and a labouring man, going into a stable in order to bring
out a horse, received a violent kick and died instantly. We are told that none of the sufferers were
insured except for Mr. Hipwell”.

June was Scam Awareness Month so it was appropriate that we welcomed Charlotte
Homent to our meeting from the Community Protection Team at Cambridgeshire
County Council. They work with the National Trading Standards Scams Team and are
made aware of people who are being targeted.

A scam is a type of fraud. Action Fraud describe fraud as being “ when trickery is used
to gain a dishonest advantage, which is often financial, over another person ”.

We were given examples of the 4 main methods of scamming — post, telephone,
internet and doorstep and then ways of how to avoid them. 3 million people per annum
in the UK lose up to £10 billion. The average age of a scam victim is 75 but people of
any age can be targeted, but the exact number is not known as only 5% of scams are
reported. Social isolation can make people respond to scams and often can be the
cause of family breakdowns.

At the end of the talk I'm sure we all felt more confident in being able to recognise
scams and how to protect ourselves.

The next and final Ever(}/man Remembered ceremony for Hilton will take place on
Sunday September 23" during Morning Service in the Parish Church beginning at
11.15am.

Two men who succumbed in 1918 will be honoured : John Ellwood and Sidney
Jones .

John Ellwood 's parents were Joseph, a farm labourer born in Hilton and Harriet
Maria, neé Abram and born in Elsworth. They had six children, all born in Hilton
except John who was born in Fenstanton, The family lived in Hilton End farm until
Joseph died and Harriet moved into Tithe Cottage .

It would be wonderful if any of the Ellwood descendants could be traced and so be
at this special tribute - does anyone know of them ?

Little is known of Sidney Jones of HMS Vivid , save that he had probably been
'‘adopted ' by a Hilton family and is buried in a War Grave in Hilton churchyard but
not named on our Memorial. Any further information on him would be very welcome
to make his tribute more personal than his military records alone .

163 local men have now been remembered since August 2014 and after John and
Sydney 14 more will be so honoured , a total of 179 in the 4 years of WW1 . The
final tribute is to take place in Fenstanton on November 4th .

That was a huge workforce lost in St Ives and surrounding villages whilst of course
yet more returning veterans were to die of injuries in the years beyond 1918 .

Simon Dew who is the grandson of the founder of Dews Coaches one of the
few private bus companies in our area,came to give us a talk on how it started
from small beginnings to the very busy and thriving business it has now
become.

His grandfather Ron always had an interest in transport and after his war years
he drove trucks and buses and after doing deliveries in a local area of fruit and
vegetables he realised that people in rural areas needed transport to work and
for pleasure.

He bought his first coach on April 1st 1953 and his business grew quite quickly
and when in 1955 St Ivo school opened he was able to provide transport from
surrounding villages for the children.

As he acquired more coaches his business grew and the coaches themselves
were larger 11 metres long instead of 9 metres so in 1971 the company moved
to larger premises and decided to do holiday tours both at home and abroad.
Their first trip was to Switzerland for the pupils of Ailwyn school in Ramsey and
this was the start of expanding his fleet to bigger and better coaches as in the
1980’s and into the1990’s his fleet again outgrew their premises and in 1991
they moved again.

Simon told us that for about 18 months he and other drivers took visitors from
all over the world round Cambridge on the open top buses but it was not
financially viable but was very interesting and gave visiting Cambridge a whole
new perspective.

He won coach driver of the year in 1999 and also 2000.

In 2006 the fleet expanded again as they bought more general purpose
vehicles to cope with demand for more school runs,shopping and short trips,but
also bought more expensive coaches in 2015 to enable them get involved in
transporting football and rugby clubs to their matches here and abroad.They
were hired by the All Blacks and also by Coca Cola and put special livery made
of plastic film on the coaches which could be peeled off after the event.

They now help to raise money for EACH the children’s Hospice and also take
them and their families on outings.

They now have 43 vehicles including a few old ones which have been used in
films such as Foyle’s law and some Miss Marple productions.

The latest addition to their fleet is a 32 seater luxury coach so we may be
inspired to give it a try!
