FENSTANTON FOOTBALL CLUB

As I concluded my last article on 12th February we had just experienced a two week cold
spell which culminated in the lowest temperature for 31 years.   A day later much milder
air spread south across our area, unusually on a northerly wind.   Although high pressure
continued to dominate, its positioning during the second half of the month allowed
increasingly very mild conditions to become established.   On the 23rd the temperature
reached 17C (62.6F) close to the all time record.   Rainfall in February was well below
average totalling just 18.5mm (0.76 of an inch).   Half an inch of this total fell as snow.
The unusually mild weather conditions continued throughout most of March, which was
again another dry month with 27 rainless days.   This contrasted sharply with a very wet
day on the 4th when 20mm. (0.83 of an inch) fell;  the rain even changed to wet snow for
a time before reverting back to rain.   The month was second only to 1929 as the sunniest
March in the last 100 years.   With generally light winds the month produced some
exceptional diurnal ranges, the largest being 19.4C (35F) on the 28th, which was also the
warmest day with the temperature reaching 21.2C (70.2F).   The lowest temperature was
minus 0.8C (30.5F).
As attention is once again being focussed on the drought with groundwater levels
reported as now being lower than in 1976 when most of England experienced its hottest
and driest summer on record, it was of interest to find that in 1677 a law was passed by
Parliament decreeing that “all rainmakers and weather seers would be burned at the
stake”.   Given the present drought I wonder what price a rainmaker would command
today?   So will the drought continue?
Well April returned to its traditional mode of sunshine and showers.   Sunshine was
however, often in short supply, with the Easter period being especially disappointing, with
only two years, 1964 and 1966 recording less sun .   What a difference a year makes.
Easter 2011 had almost unbroken sunshine and temperatures in the 70’s.   It was a
mostly cool month with outbreaks of air originating from the Arctic flowing across the U.K.
bringing several cold nights with some damaging frosts.   The lowest night minima was
minus 2.5C (27.5F) on the 6th.
Until the 30th the highest temperature throughout April was 14.1C (57.4F).   On the last
day of the month however, the temperature reached 18.5C (65.3F).   As for rain, the
showers turned to periods of heavy rain during the second half of the month, producing a
monthly total of 115mm. (4.5 inches) making it the third wettest April since 1727 when the
taking of useful records started.   It rained on 18 consecutive days.
As the influence of Atlantic depressions is usually at its lowest in Spring, so the frequency
of northerly winds is typically at its highest, hence the often dramatic swings in
temperature which marks the often erratic process of change from winter towards
summer.
After further periods of heavy rain at the start of May a surge of air originating from the
Arctic occurred over the Bank holiday weekend, which like the Easter weekend was
generally cloudy.
I am going to conclude this article with a curio.   Thunderstorms have been a rarity during
the last couple of years but it might be of interest to know that lightning is great for
gardens.   This is because it mixes nitrogen and oxygen gases in the air and dissolves
them in the rain, which in soaking into the soil makes an excellent fertiliser.   Look out for
another curio next time.

FENSTANTON FOOTBALL CLUB

As I concluded my last article on 12th February we had just experienced a two week cold
spell which culminated in the lowest temperature for 31 years.   A day later much milder
air spread south across our area, unusually on a northerly wind.   Although high pressure
continued to dominate, its positioning during the second half of the month allowed
increasingly very mild conditions to become established.   On the 23rd the temperature
reached 17C (62.6F) close to the all time record.   Rainfall in February was well below
average totalling just 18.5mm (0.76 of an inch).   Half an inch of this total fell as snow.
The unusually mild weather conditions continued throughout most of March, which was
again another dry month with 27 rainless days.   This contrasted sharply with a very wet
day on the 4th when 20mm. (0.83 of an inch) fell;  the rain even changed to wet snow for
a time before reverting back to rain.   The month was second only to 1929 as the sunniest
March in the last 100 years.   With generally light winds the month produced some
exceptional diurnal ranges, the largest being 19.4C (35F) on the 28th, which was also the
warmest day with the temperature reaching 21.2C (70.2F).   The lowest temperature was
minus 0.8C (30.5F).
As attention is once again being focussed on the drought with groundwater levels
reported as now being lower than in 1976 when most of England experienced its hottest
and driest summer on record, it was of interest to find that in 1677 a law was passed by
Parliament decreeing that “all rainmakers and weather seers would be burned at the
stake”.   Given the present drought I wonder what price a rainmaker would command
today?   So will the drought continue?
Well April returned to its traditional mode of sunshine and showers.   Sunshine was
however, often in short supply, with the Easter period being especially disappointing, with
only two years, 1964 and 1966 recording less sun .   What a difference a year makes.
Easter 2011 had almost unbroken sunshine and temperatures in the 70’s.   It was a
mostly cool month with outbreaks of air originating from the Arctic flowing across the U.K.
bringing several cold nights with some damaging frosts.   The lowest night minima was
minus 2.5C (27.5F) on the 6th.
Until the 30th the highest temperature throughout April was 14.1C (57.4F).   On the last
day of the month however, the temperature reached 18.5C (65.3F).   As for rain, the
showers turned to periods of heavy rain during the second half of the month, producing a
monthly total of 115mm. (4.5 inches) making it the third wettest April since 1727 when the
taking of useful records started.   It rained on 18 consecutive days.
As the influence of Atlantic depressions is usually at its lowest in Spring, so the frequency
of northerly winds is typically at its highest, hence the often dramatic swings in
temperature which marks the often erratic process of change from winter towards
summer.
After further periods of heavy rain at the start of May a surge of air originating from the
Arctic occurred over the Bank holiday weekend, which like the Easter weekend was
generally cloudy.
I am going to conclude this article with a curio.   Thunderstorms have been a rarity during
the last couple of years but it might be of interest to know that lightning is great for
gardens.   This is because it mixes nitrogen and oxygen gases in the air and dissolves
them in the rain, which in soaking into the soil makes an excellent fertiliser.   Look out for
another curio next time.

The wet start to May was disastrous to many of our birds, as rising
flood waters drowned many nests, and most of our lakes merged
into each other for a few days.
Did you take part in the Fen Drayton 10k, 5K or Fun Run?  I did, and enjoyed my run
around the lakes, but I really felt for the organisers who had worked hard to set up the
event, only to find the route flooded a few days before.  Luckily, they were able to change
to a new route – better luck next year!
We just managed to complete our dawn chorus walk and remove cars before the road
flooded on the Fen Drayton side of the guided busway.  It was depressing to watch a pair
of swans frantically trying to build up their nest on the edge of an island in Oxholme Lake,
while water was rising.  Eventually, that nest was swamped, like so many others.
Great crested grebes and coots build raft nests, anchored to reeds at the lake edges, but
most of them were swamped, unable to rise high enough on their anchors.  Two lapwing
nests had hatched a week before the flood arrived, and at least some of the chicks
escaped, having been led across flood banks to the fields beyond.
Now we must hope that we’ve seen the end of flooding for this summer, and that some of
the birds will try again to raise a family.
