Policereport.

During the period 11th February 2009
to 10th March 2009 the following inci-
dents had been reported to the Police :-
1 burglary.

1 theft from amotor vehicle.

2 incidents of criminal damage.

The Parish Council urgesall Parishion-
ers to be vigilant and report any suspi-
cious behaviour to the Police. Tele-
phone 0845 456 456 4, Crimestoppers
can be contacted on 0800 55 51 11 or
in an emergency 999.

Dog fouling.

The past months has seen a consider-
able increase in the number of owners
allowing their dogs to foul pavements
and footpaths in and around the Vil-
lage. The Parish Council has consid-
ered the provision of specific dog waste
binsin the past. However, it isthe Dis-
trict Council’s policy not to empty
these receptacles and the responsibility
falls to the Parish Council. Because of
the nature of the contents the Parish
Council must employ the services of a
registered contractor to undertake the
task of disposal with the associated
costs falling to the Parish Council. This
one aspect would incur a substantial
increase on the Parish precept. Thisis
not areason for ownersnot to clean up
after their dogs asiit is perfectly accept-
able to put dog waste in the ordinary
rubbish bins situated around the village
or indeed take it home.

The act of allowing adog to foul a
footpath or pavement carries amaxi-
mum fine of £1000.

Itis the Parish Council’sintention to ex-
plore methods, possibly by involving en-
forcement by the District Council’s dog
warden, to stop this anti social action. Al-
though the simple solution is for, irrespon-
sible, dog owners to become aware of their
actions.

Village Bus Services.

The Parish Council continues to campaign
for adequate public transport to serve the
Village. To this end the Chairman, Clerk
and our County Councillor convened a
meeting with the County Council’s Head
of Passenger Transport Servicesto flag up
the problems currently being faced by trav-
elers and the expected and foreseen impli-
cations the Guided Busway will have once
it becomes operational .

Parking on Greens and Verges.

The Parish Council is concerned at thein-
creased levels of parking on Village greens,
verges and green areas. Whilst the problem
is understood and appreciated with, in
many instances, residents owning more
than one car available on road parking be-
comes a premium. However, the problem is
further compounded by the use of company
vehicles and vans being brought home at
the end of the working day and over week-
end periods and therefore reducing, further,
the amount of available parking. The resul-
tant parking on verges, greensetc is caus-
ing considerable damage. The Parish Coun-
cil feels this matter must be addressed and
is seeking assistance through the District
Council to find optionsto improve parking
provision and prevent parking on the
greens and verges.

Isthere such athing as atypical

spring? This one has had the usual mix
of warm and cool days, but no significant
rainin March or early April. Weare
keeping everything crossed that we don’t
have flooding in May, as has happened in
the past two years. Many wetland birds
nest on the ground, some in thereeds or
tall grass near the lakes, others on the
bare ground on islands. All of them are
vulnerable to flooding.

If you visit the lakes, please keep to the
paths — wildlife expects you to be

there. If people or dogs go off the paths,
then they may disturb nesting birds.
Amazingly, some birds were setting up
nestsin April close to the guided busway,
while construction was taking

place. They seem to adapt to the noise
and vehicle movements, because they
occur in the same place day after day, and
not in the hedges, bushes or reeds where
the birds will build their nests.
