New Clinics at Fenstanton Surgery

We have recently looked in detail at the clinics offered in Fenstanton, and we have
also discussed this issue with our patient reference group. The outcome of these
discussions is that we now provide a GP clinic on 4 mornings per week (Monday,
Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday); we have a GP clinic on 2 afternoons per week
(Monday & Tuesday) and Nurse/Healthcare assistant clinics on 2 mornings per
week (Monday & Thursday).

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How much did vicars charge their parishioners and other bits and pieces?

I've always wondered how much my ancestors had to pay to have their children
baptised, to have the banns of marriage called, or to bury their loved ones. So |
was pleased to discover recently the following charges dating from the early 19"
century. Today’s estimated values are in brackets.

For Registering Baptism 6d (£16)

For going to give Baptism at Home 5s (£153)
For Publishing Banns 2s (£62)

For Certificate of Banns 1s 6d (£46)

For Marrying with Banns 5s (£153)

For Marrying with Licence 10s (£306)

For Licence to Marry — Bond, Stamps & Oath £1 9s 6d (£902)

For Churching a Woman (this had to be carried out before a woman could attend
church after having a child) 6d (£16)

For breaking the Ground in the churchyard: for a parishioner dying in the parish 2s
(£62)

For a headstone 5s (£153)

There are many other charges for burials depending upon the type of memorial,
and whether the person was a parishioner or not. The final charge in the list is:
Easter offerings (which went to the vicar) for each person aged 16 years old, to be
paid by the master of the family 4d (£10)

One of the key points is that there was no charge for a baptism ceremony carried
out in the church; the charge was for registering the baptism. This could mean that
some baptisms carried out were not recorded in the register. The 6d charge would
have been a large sum for a farm labourer, who would have been earning in the
region of 10d (£27) per day in the early 18th century. You can see
why the church was so rich and the poor so poor.

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CAMBRIDGE BOTANIC GARDENS

Exciting developments in the Terrace Garden

- The Terrace Garden was originally installed to house the
Botanic Garden’s first rock garden, however when funds were
‘3 released in the 1950’s to develop the Limestone Rock
8 Garden, the alpine collection was relocated, and the Terrace
Garden planted with a collection of shrubs. About 10 years
ago, this planting was reassessed and the idea of enhancing
the landscape and unifying the plantings with the introduction
of a New Zealand theme was agreed.

% The initial developmental stage involved the re-laying of the
dry stone walling. Once completed, work commenced on the

e introduction of a New Zealand themed planting to
complement the existing plantings in the adjacent Glasshouse Bays.

Few pollinators exist in New Zealand and many species have developed ways to
stand out. This includes the sub-shrub Linum monogynum var. diffusum, which
are characterised by their small, white flowers that are attractive to the limited
number of pollinators present. As is evident in Coprosma brunnera ‘Blue Beauty’,
the foliage tends to be small, and the branching divaricate (branched at wide
angles) as in Muehlenbeckia astonii. Many of the plants grown in this area also
show similar characteristics. Over subsequent years the planting has been
developed and new species such as the spiky-leaved speargrass, Aciphylla
colensoi, and the silver-leaved Astelia fragarans introduced.

New seating has been installed in this area and the &
existing dry stone walls have been adapted to
accommodate a new water feature in the hollow of
the Terrace Garden. The final element of the [
project is the installation of interpretation panels, F=%
which will provide visitors with further insight into the
plants of New Zealand. We anticipate that the | %
addition of these features in the Terrace Garden will
enhance the landscape and provide a quiet corner
in which visitors can sit and not only enjoy the plantings, but also learn more
about this extraordinary flora.
