Potholes - Calling all Villagers!

In the July/August edition of Spectrum | spotted detail of how to notify the Council of any
potholes that needed to be repaired. This was contained in the Parish Council notes.

Now, being as cynical as the next person (perhaps more) | immediately thought it would be
a waste of time notifying the Council because they didn't appear to do much about
anything! On reflection, and because | was getting more and more annoyed with the state
of some of our roads in Fenstanton | decided to put the claim to the test.

So | went online and made reference to a short section of Church Street where potholes
constituted the vast proportion of the so called road. | assumed that would be that.

No - within a couple of days | received an email reply saying my request was being dealt
with. So far so good. Some days later | noticed white paint had been applied to several of
the potholes and my hopes were really raised. However, a week later | received another
email saying the repairs would not be carried out! | was livid BUT - Clearly that was a
classic case of one hand of the Council not knowing what the other hand was doing
because one week later a gang of Council workmen arrived and repaired the worst of the
potholes.

They didn’t repair all of them (which is bizarre in some cases) and it took them 2 days to do
it - BUT THEY DID IT and we now have a much safer bit of road on which to drive. They
even repaired some potholes in part of Church Street | had not mentioned!

So - | urge all villagers who are putting up with bad potholed road conditions to log on
to https://highwaysreporting.cambridgeshire.gov.uk/potholes and stake their claim to get
some much needed repairs completed. Don't just notify about the bits outside your house
but any part of the village you think needs attention.

Letter to the editor, Right to reply

We read with interest the letter from Mr Sheail concerning the bus
stop in Scotts Crescent, Hilton. Mr Sheail has completely missed the
point of the residents, who simply object to the damage and nuisance
caused by the children ( indeed also their parents) who use the bus
service.

No one wishes to put children in danger and the tragedy of the young
girl is known to us all.

We do however object to the property damage caused by the children who

use the fence as a climbing frame, or a clothes/ bag hanger and who
play football in the private gardens. Parents present at the stop not
only fail to control their children, but sometimes increased the

damage by sitting on the fence!

On two separate occasions parents have driven into the fences whilst
manoeuvring their cars without reporting the damage they have caused.
The two properties closest to the bus stop have endured extra expense
for reparations to the fence. Recently the fences had to be repainted
again and this is the reason for the notices being put up.

These notices would not be required if children and their parents
simply respected other people's property.

Furthermore parents driving their children to the bus just abandon

their cars, blocking up the road, rendering vehicle access impossible
for owners of properties in Scotts Crescent and in an emergency would
create a danger.

Perhaps Mr Sheail would like to become a volunteer bus stop monitor to

see if he can resolve some of the issues being suffered by the
residents facing these problems.

Fenstanton and the Forgetful Vicar:
Funerals do not always go according to plan and sometimes the best planning can go
out of the window! Let us take a look at the two main characters of our story.

Firstly we have Mr James F Quemby who was born in 1844 and died at Christmas in
1899. James was a successful market gardener and held land in Fen Lane. Sometime
prior he had been the Fenstanton toll bar keeper. At the time of his death he was living in
either Boyce’s or Joyce’s Lane, off Honey Hill.

Secondly, we have the parish vicar, George Herbert Frewer. He came to the parish of
Fenstanton in 1890 and retired in 1914. He was described by one parishioner as “A
bigoted man, but well respected”.

The funeral of James Quemby was arranged for Thursday 28" December. Now | will let
someone who was there describe the events that followed. “The funeral was fixed for
three thirty in the afternoon and the vicar of the village, the Rev. G. H. Frewer, and other
parties concerned, were given due notice. As the appointed time fourteen mourners,
forming the cortege, arrived at the churchyard by the side of the open grave, but no
clergyman was present. Nothing being heard of the missing incumbent and the bell
continued to toll.

Consternation was caused in the village by the continual and prolonged tolling of the
funeral bell at the church, and the villagers were asking each other the cause. It was
found the funeral was to take place that afternoon of one of the oldest and best respected
inhabitants of the village, Mr, James F. Quemby, who had reached the ripe old age of 85,
and the funeral was timed to take place at half-past three.

However the vicar, the Rev. G. H. Frewer, had not put in an appearance to conduct the
burial service. The mournful cortege arrived at the Church in good time and, after a few
minutes delay, the sexton was prevailed upon to allow the corpse and the mourners to
enter the Church. There they waited in terrible suspense for a very long time, expecting
the vicar to turn up and the mournful tolling of the bell added considerably to the sadness
of the occasion. After waiting for some while, it was suggested that they should mention
the matter to the churchwardens. Mr. Hicks, the vicar's warden, came, and sent for the
Fen Drayton, rector, but he unfortunately, was not home, and still the bell kept on tolling.
As time went on, the predicament became the more awkward. Some of those present
were sent in search of the vicar and, in the meantime, the church, which had become
very dark and cold in the dreary December evening was lighted, and the mourners
impatiently waited on. Still no vicar came, but the bell kept tolling.

Since then it has transpired that the vicar was at St. lves, and had quite forgotten about
the funeral. He was found and the matter mentioned to him. He at once had a
conveyance take him to Fenstanton, where he arrived about an hour and a half after the
time arranged. The greater part of the service was conducted inside the church, but
outside it had become so very dark that it was necessary to have lanterns to complete the
service at the grave. This proceeding was no doubt unprecedented in the history of the
village.

The vicar, we later learned, had been suffering from a bad attack of influenza, and this, to
a certain extent, may account for his forgetfulness. Altogether it is a very sad case, and
the vicar quite freely admits his forgetfulness, and has not only made ample apology to
the family of the deceased, but has also written to the Bishop of the Diocese. On Sunday
evening he gave an explanation and apology from the pulpit and, from what we can learn,
no one regrets the forgetfulness more than he does. The grave, we may add, was not in
the cemetery, but in the churchyard. Therefore it was not in any way under the control of
the existing burial board. As for conducting the funeral late, no doubt something will be
said about the matter at the next board meeting”.

Edith was one of a
team of nurses receiving as many as 80 wounded soldiers at a time and at least daily
in order to begin their care, needing so very many of those handkerchiefs.
